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Dolwyddelan

TOILETS: Situated in the centre of the Village behind the Post Office, 250m North
of the Station.

TELEPHONE: In the centre of the Village outside the Spar shop, 250m north of
the Station

BUS STOPS: In the centre of the Village, outside of and opposite to Y Gwydr Inn.
Buses go west to Blaeneau Ffestiniog and East to Betws-Y-Coed, about 250m from
the Station.

Y GWYDR INN: Pleasant village pub, open lunchtimes and evenings every day
and all day Saturday and Sunday. Home cooked meals and snacks lunchtime and
evenings, beer garden and covered outdoor seating area. Situated

in the centre of the Village 250m North of Station.

SPAR SHOP: Stocks general groceries, fresh G"'yy%fjf;’ M
vegetables, fresh bread, newspapers, off-license. Snowdon
Covered outdoor seating area, hot and cold food Viewpoint
and drinks to takeaway or eat outside. Open

8am to Ypm every day, situated in the centre

of the Village 250m North of Station.

POST OFFICE: General Post Office services
and small Tearoom. Closed lunchtimes,
Friday & Saturday afternoon and all day
Sunday. Situated in the centre of the Village
250m North of Station.

ELENS CASTLE HOTEL: Family run Hotel Bryn y Bedd
situated 200m from the Village centre on the Cemetary
main A470. Open to non-residents for
Luncheon and Dinner (booking is advised for
lunchtime). The Hotel is about 500m from the
Station.
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ELENS WELL: Ancient well situated behind Elens
Castle Hotel about 500m from the Station

DOLWYDDELAN CASTLE: The castle is an unusual one
within Wales. It was not built by the Normans or the English
but was the fortress of one of the native Welsh Princes, Llewellyn Lloches

the Great, ruler of Snowdonia. Built between 1210 and 1240 it Angharad

occupies a ridge set against the rugged backcloth of Moel Siabod. The
Castle is situated on the main A470, 1200m west of the Village centre.

ST GWYDDELANS CHURCH: Original 14th Century Church in a beautiful
setting at the heart of the Village. Gwyddelan (the little Irishman) from whom the
village gets it’s name was one of the Celtic missionaries who helped restore
Christianity to Britain. St Gwyddelans continues to be used for Christian worship
both in Welsh and English with regular services every Sunday. The churchis
situated 100m from the Station on Church Street.

PATH TO PONT Y PANT: The track immediately outside the Station follows
the River Lledr down to Pont-y-Pant and then on to Betws-Y-Coed. Turn right out
of the Station car park.

PATH TO CAPEL CURIG: The track to Capel Curig starts in the centre of the
Village behind Y Gwydr Inn about 300m from the Station.

SNOWDON VIEWPOINT: The Snowdon Viewpoint is about 500m North of
the centre of the village along the Capel Curig Track.

Yng nghanoly Pentref tua 250m o't Orsaf
dren.

SIOP Y SPAR: Yng nghanol y Pentref tua 250m o’r Orsaf
dren. Yn agored bob dydd o 8:00y.b. hyd 9:00 y.h. Popeth
ar gael yma o0 bapurau newydd i bob math o fwydydd,
firwythau, fferins a hyd yn oed potel o gwrw a gwinoedd
/Y os hoffech hynny! Mae'n bosibl hefyd cael paned o
de yma a rhywbeth i'w fwyta o dan dé y tuallan it
Siop. Siaredir Cymraeg a Saesneg yn y Siop.

SWYDDFA'R POST: Yng nghanol y Pentref tua
250m i'r Gogledd o'r Orsaf dren. Yn ogystal a
gwasanaethau arferol Swyddfa'r Post, mae hefyd
yn bosibl cael paned o de yma os dymunwch.

CASTELL DOLWYDDELAN: Mae'r castell yn un anghyfiredin

ofewn i Gymru gan na chafodd ei adeiladu gan y Normaniaid na ‘chan

y Saeson, cadarnle Llywelyn Fawr, un o Dywysogion brodorol Cymru. Adeiladwyd

rhwng 1210 ac 1240, saif ar safle arbennig gyda gerwinder Moel Siabod yn gefndir
bendigedig iddo. Lleoliad ar yr A470 tua 1200m i'r gorllewin o ganol y Pentref.

EGLWYS ST GWYDDELAN:Eglwys o'r 14 Ganrif ar ddeg mewn safle prydferth
yng nghanol y Pentref. Cenhadwr Gwyddelig Celtaidd oedd Gwyddelan - (mac'n
debyg mae dyma ple daeth tarddiad enw’r Pentref), un a fu'n cynorthwyo i adfer
Cristionogaeth i Brydain. Mae Eglwys St Gwyddelan yn parhau i gael ei defnyddio
ar gyfer addoliad Cristionogol yn Gymraeg a Saesneg gyda gwasanaethau rheolaidd
bob Sul. Mae'r Eglwys wedi ei lleoli tua 100m o'r Orsaf dren ar Stryd yr Eglwys.

LLWYBYR | BONT Y PANT: Trowch i'r dde wrth ddod allan o faes parcio’r
Orsaf dren gan ddilyn y ffordd, byddwch yn cerdded hyd lan yr afon Lledr i Bont
y Pant a gallwch gerdded ymlaen i Fetws y Coed os dymunwch.

LLWYBYR | GAPEL CURIG: Mae'r llwybyr i Gapel Curig yn cychwyn o ganol
y Pentref i fyny Allt Gweithdy o faes parcio’r Gwydyr, tua 300m o't Orsaf dren.

GOLYGFA'R WYDDFA: Mae Golygfa'r Wyddfa tua 500mi'r Gogledd o ganol
y Pentref hyd y llwybyr i Gapel Curig.
