With the current weather conditions and the recent 

tragedy in Solihull, we would like to take this opportunity 

to seek your support in discussing the importance of 

making safe choices with your child(ren). 
 

Young people must be aware of the consequences of 

engaging in potentially dangerous situations due to snow 

and ice. Under no circumstances should they put 

themselves at risk of injury (or worse) by trying to walk on 

any frozen surfaces, particularly those around bodies of 

water.  When walking to and from school, learners and 

their families should take extra time and care, and ensure 

that footwear and clothing is appropriate to the weather 

conditions. 
 

We would also encourage you to discuss age appropriate 

First Aid and safety protocols that your child could put 

into practice when faced with an emergency.  

  
 

We want all of our young people to remain safe, to ensure 

that the run up to Christmas is a positive time and not one 

plagued by accidents and injuries. Whilst important 

messages of this sort will be shared by schools, please 

could you reinforce the seriousness of the message and 

the possible consequences.
