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When the bus arrives, wait for it to stop
before boarding

Get on and off the bus carefully — pushing
or rushing can cause accidents

Always wear your seat belt and stay in your
seat for the whole journey - it could save your life

On a school bus, stay in your seat for the
whole journey

On a public bus, find a seat if one is available

Store your bag or other belongings safely
and out of anyone’s way

Let the driver drive without distraction during
the journey

Take care of the bus

Never spit or smoke

Never be rude to other learners or the driver

Never interfere with driver controls or safety equipment
Never throw anything in or from the bus

Only operate the bus doors or exits in an emergency
and don’t get off the bus until it has stopped

Always follow the instructions of the driver
or passenger assistant

If there is an accident, stay on the bus until you
are told to leave - but leave the bus by the safest
exit if it is unsafe to stay on the bus

When crossing the road find a safe place where
you can be seen by all other drivers
